Entry Standards for Visiting Students

The minimum GPA required is normally 3.0 or above. However, applications between 2.8 and
3.0 will be considered in exceptional circumstances. Thus, if a student who wishes to study
history at UCChas good grades in history or a related topic but an overall GPA of less than 3.0
because of lower grades in an unrelated subject, his/her application will be treated
sympathetically.
